Evacuation Assistance  
 
Residents in the mandatory evacuation area who are physically unable to evacuate on their 
own, should call the Jesusita Fire Call Center at 681-5197. Please do not call 911 as the system 
is overloaded.  
 
The call center staff will need to know the following information: 
 
 Name of person needing assistance with evacuation 
 Working phone number  
 Address 
 Closest intersection 
 Whether or not you can walk on your own 
 Whether you need a wheel chair 
 Whether you are bed bound 
 Whether you use oxygen or other medical equipment 
 Whether you can travel via automobile or if you’ll need an ambulance 

 
You will be called so arrangements can be made for transportation.

EVACUATION WARNINGS 
 
• The evacuation warning area has expanded and now includes:  La Cumbre Road 
(Western boundary) to State Street, State Street to De La Vina, De La Vina to Anapamu, 
Anapamu to Anacapa, Anacapa South to De La Guerra, De La Guerra to Milpas, Milpas to
